The extended essay is a required component of the IB diploma program.  In many ways extended essay incorporates the ideas expressed in the IB Learner Profile as listed on page 2 of this course-guide, particularly in regards to inquiry, communication, and reflection.  The essay itself is designed to be an independent, self-directed piece of research, culminating in a maximum of 4000-words essay.  This course will assist students through the various steps from making the choice of a subject area through the completion of the essay.  The course will focus on research strategies, substantiating an argument, documenting sources and reflecting on the process.  Students will be required to meet with subject area supervisors during our time outside of class.  Meeting deadlines is a high priority in this course.
